· Write a function (call it move1) of type string and with one value parameter of type string (call this parameter s). The function should return by its return statement the string t, where t is the string obtained from s by moving all uppercase letters of s to the beginning of the string, all non letters to the end, and all lowercase letters to the middle (i.e. all capital letters in t should be at the beginning, all non letters at the end, and all small letters in the middle). Your function should not print anything. 

· Write a void function (call it move2) with one reference parameter (call this parameter t) of type string and one value parameter of type string (call this parameter s). The function should return via its reference  parameter the string t, where t is the string obtained from s by moving all uppercase letters of s to the beginning of the string, all non letters to the end, and all lowercase letters to the middle (i.e. all capital letters in t should be at the beginning, all non letters at the end, and all small letters in the middle). Your function should not print anything. 

· Both functions should be in the same program. Write a driver program to test both functions. In the driver program, you ask the user to enter a string and you read it by using getline, then you pass the string to function move1 and display the value returned by the function, and then you pass the same string you read to function move2 and you display the value returned by the function. Note that I don't want you to change the value of the string entered by the user which means your functions should not change the values of the arguments corresponding the value parameters. See the .exe file for the format of the output.
