Write a program with the following description:

1) It reads (using the extraction operator >>) the first name, then the middle name, then the last name of a person. 

Then the program displays the following menu:

Press 1 to display the name (in the format Last, First Middle.).

Press 2 to display the initials (in the format F.M.L.).

2) Then the program reads the user's response as a character. 

3) If the user enters 1, the program must display the last name, followed by a comma, followed by the first name, followed by the middle name, followed by a period. The first character of each of the first name, the middle name, and the last name should be capitalized (it may not be capitalized in the input, but you should capitalize it in the output). 

4) If the user enters 2, the program must display the initials in the format F.M.L. (each initial must be capitalized). 

5) If the user enters a character different than 1 and 2, then the program prints "Invalid Input".

Here are sample runs:

Enter the first name: john

Enter the middle name: Lindsay

Enter the last name: smith

Press 1 to display the name (in the format Last, First Middle).

Press 2 to display the initials (in the format F.M.L.).
