Write a C++ program to do the following 

(1) It asks the user to enter a positive integer n greater than 1.
(2) If the user enters an integer less than 2, it prints the message “Invalid Input” and it asks him/her to enter again (a positive integer greater than 1), and it keeps doing that until the user enters a positive integer greater than 1. When the user enters a positive integer greater than 1, it does the following:
a) It displays the following menu:

· Enter 1 to find the sum of the integers from 1 to n.

· Enter 2 to find n! (the product of the integers from 1 to n).
Your choice:

b) Then it reads the response of the user as a character. 

· If the user enters 1 it prints the sum of the integers from 1 to n, and then it goes to step 3 below.

· If the user enters 2 it prints the product of the integers from 1 to n (i.e. n!), and then it goes to step 3 below.

· If the user enters a character different than 1 and 2, it prints the message “Invalid Input”, prints “Your choice: “, and reads the user’s input again, and it keeps doing that until the user enters 1 or 2.
(3) Then it asks the user whether he/she wants to continue. If the user enters y or Y, then it clears the screen and repeats the whole process. If the user enters something else, it stops executing.

Your program must do exactly the same as mentioned and the output must look the same as shown in the exe file.
