How to write, compile, and run (execute) a C++ program in Visual Studie.NET
1. Start Visual C++.NET 

2. Select File -> New -> Project

3. In the resulting dialog, select "Win32 Console Project". Then type in the name for your project (such as Hello) and a location (such as. c:\yourname\CS121). Click Ok.

4. In the "wizard" dialog, click on the Application Settings tab. Check the Empty Project check box.

5. Select File->Add New Item... from the menu and type the name of the C++ source file add to your project (such as hello.cpp).

6. To compile, choose the menu option Build -> Build Solution.
7. To run your program, choose the menu option Debug -> Start without Debugging
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
