Practical Test I

Write a program that reads in a string s by using getline and then it moves all vowels of s to the end of the string and stores the new string in t (i.e. all non vowels in t should be at the beginning and all vowels should be at the end) and then it prints t. For example, if s = "Fredonia", then t should be ""Frdneoia", and if s = "Iyad", then t should be "ydIa". Find all errors (compile-time, run-time, and logical) in the program. Note that if you don't store the new string in t, you'll get no points.
