Assignment 2

Write a PHP file with the form exactly as the one shown below and that processes itself. The purpose is to design a password generator consisting of uppercase letters only. The number of passwords and the length of the password are entered by the user (see the sample runs below). In your program you should check the number of passwords and the length of the password. If at least one of them is nonpositive, display the following error message “You have to enter positive integers“and don’t calculate anything. On the other hand, if the number of passwords and the length of the password are both positive, generate those random passwords (see below how) and display them. Include a hidden input field in your form and process the form only if that hidden field has a value; if it doesn’t have a value, just display the form. (See the file email.src in Lec6 examples.) Hint: use mt_rand to generate a random number n between 65 and 90. Then take the character whose ASCII position is n by applying chr(n).
To convert from string to integer apply (integer). For concatenation of strings, use the dot operator.
Use only material covered in class and in the lectures and examples posted on the web or mentioned in this assignment. Do not use any other material.

You have to enter positive integers. 

Remark:
There are other ways in which you can generate such random passwords. Here is another way. Suppose, for example, that I asked you to generate a random password (let’s call it s) of length n that consists or letters (lowercase or uppercase) and digits (0…9). I.e. the password contains a combination of letters and numbers. Here is how you can do that. Declare an array (let’s call it a and let’s assume you started the indices at 1) and assign the lowercase letters, the uppercase letters, and the digits 0 … 9 to the array (a will have 62 elements). Then do the following:

Let s = ″″;

For k = 1, …, n 
{ 

Let x = mt_rand(1,62)

Let s = s + a[x], where + here is used for concatenation of strings

}

Note: you can merge two arrays a1 and a2 by using function array_merge. You can use the function to merge more than two arrays; e.g.

$a = array_merge($a1,$a2,$a3);
