Write a PHP page (should process itself by using _SERVER[‘PHP_SELF’])  that has a form in which the user has to enter an email address to be added to a list of email addresses stored in the file /temp/emails.txt in (temp is a directory in your parent directory; it should not be public). File emails.txt contains email addresses (one email address per line). If the user submits the form without entering an email address, don’t do anything with emails.txt (just print an error message telling the user he/she has to enter a valid email address). Also, the form must be processed only if it’s submitted. Thus, you must have a hidden field for that purpose. Now, if a valid email address is entered, have a function (call it get_array) to read the file emails.txt and to store every email address in an element of the array. The function then should return the array (you can do that by a return statement or by making the array as a reference parameter). Then add the new email address to the array, and sort the array in your program (not in any function). Then have a function (call it write_array) that has the array containing the email addresses as a parameter to write the array to the file emails.txt (you should erase the original contents of the file). You should write one email address per line. Thus, file emails.txt after the call to function write_array should have the sorted emails in it one email per line. Do not use global or the GLOBALS array in your program.
Use only material covered in class and in the lectures and examples posted on the web or mentioned in the assignments. Do not use any other material.
