Creating a Guestbook
Due Wednesday, Nov 1, 06, by 8:00 PM
(1) Create a table called Guestbook in your won database with the following columns:

(a) Name of type …

(b) Address of type …

(c) Email of type …

(d) Homepage of type …

(e) Date (year, month, day, hour, minutes, seconds) of type …

(f) IP of type …

(g) Message of type …

(2) Create a PHP page called sign_guestbook.php that processes itself and that does the following:

(a) It has a form with input text fields: Name, Address, Email, and Homepage, input text area Message, a hidden field called submitted (See the previous assignments), and a submit button.

(b) When the submit button is pressed, check whether the Name field and the Message text area are empty (consider space as empty; i.e. use trim before you check for empty). If one (or both) of them is empty, display a message asking the user to fill out the empty part (do not erase what the user entered for the other inputs). If both Name and Message are not empty (once again use trim before you check for empty), process the input as follows: Store each data in its corresponding column in table Guestbook. If an entry is empty or consists of only space (use trim), store NULL there. Also store the date and the IP address of the user in their corresponding columns. When you store the data in the Homepage field, make sure that the user started it with http://. If not, add the missing part. Then print a message thanking the user for signing the guestbook.

(3) Create a PHP page called view_guestbook.php that does the following: It retrieves all the data from table Guestbook (except the IP address which is stored for security reasons) and displays it in the following format:

The email address and the URL of the homepage should appear as links. The records should be distinguished from each other. If a data fields is empty (i.e. NULL), do not display the corresponding title (see above). At the bottom of the page, there should be a link titled “Sign Guestbook” with a link to sign_guestbook.php.
