· To pass parameters to a linked file using the URL. E.g.
<A href='download_file.php?f=$syllabus&d=prop'>Syllabus</A>

<a href='read_file.php?f=$page.html&d=prop'>$course</a>
· For HTML pages, try to use lowercase only (because of some newer versions of web that use only lowercase). Also, always include values of tags in quotes. Don’t also forget to include at the beginning (first line) the type:
<!DOCTYPE html PUBLIC "-//W3C//DTD HTML 4.01 Transitional//EN"

"http://www.w3.org/TR/html4/loose.dtd">

And you need to include in the header the content:

<meta http-equiv="Content-Type" content="text/html;charset=iso-8859-1">

· Always include alt value for pictures and close all of your tags except <br>, which can be written as <br /> (you do same with form inputs that don’t have closing tags). That includes <p> and <li> (must be closed).

· To clear the contents of the form when the page is loaded, include “document.form_name.reset()” in the body tag. For example, if the name of the form is Form1, here is what you need to have:
<BODY onload="document.Form1.reset();
· To find where a file, say, php.ini is if you’re in any directory and to print the result to file php.txt:

find / -name "php.ini" > php.txt

· To find where a file, say, php.ini is if you’re in the parent directory and to print the result to file php.txt:

find  -name "php.ini" > php.txt

· To find all the files that have 777 permissions and to print the result to file output.txt:

find -perm 777 > output.txt

· To save the terminal session in Unix to file_name, type


script file_name              



                             


To end the terminal session output, type exit.

· You can use Meta tags to forward the user from one page to another. E.g. include the following between <HEAD> and </HEAD> in the file you want to forward:

           <meta http-equiv="refresh" content="0;url=http://www.cs.fredonia.edu/abu-jeib">

· You can modify the HTTP configuration file (if you have access to it) to redirect, prevent listing of files in a directory, etc.

· To prevent users from using the back button to go back to the log in page as logged in after logging out, you can use meta tags to let the page expire and not store the cache:
<META HTTP-EQUIV="Pragma" CONTENT="no-cache">
<META HTTP-EQUIV="Expires" CONTENT="-1">

· How to submit a form automatically without having/clicking a submit button?
