Quiz 1

Do Assignment 2 but with the password consisting of letters (lowercase and uppercase) and digits (0…9). I.e. the password contains a combination of letters and numbers (it may end up having just lowercase letters or just uppercase letters or just digits or a combination of two of those or a combination of the three of them). 
Use only material covered in class and in the lectures and examples posted on the web or mentioned in the assignments. Do not use any other material.
Hint: Here is how you can generate such a random password of length n:

Declare an array (let’s call it a and let’s assume you started the indices at 0) and assign the lowercase letters, the uppercase letters, and the digits 0 … 9 to the array (a will have 62 elements). Then do the following:

Let s = ″″;

For k = 1, …, n 
{ 

Let x = mt_rand(0,61)

Let s = s + a[x], where + here is used for concatenation of strings

}

Note: you can merge two arrays a1 and a2 by using function array_merge. You can use the function to merge more than two arrays; e.g.

$a = array_merge($a1,$a2,$a3);
