Define a class called Student to store the SSN of a student (call this member ssn and make it of type string) and the grade of the student (call this member grade and make it of type float). The member functions should be:
(1) A constructor with two parameters s and g. The constructor should set the ssn member equal to s and the grade member equal to g. The constructor should also work as a default constructor by initializing ssn to the empty string and the grade to 0.

(2) A void function called setSSN with one parameter s to change the ssn member to s.

(3) A void function called setGrade with one parameter g to change the grade member to g.

(4) A const function getSSN of type string to return the ssn member.

(5) A const function getGrade of type float to return the grade member.

The above functions should perform only the required tasks. The names of the class, functions, parameters and data members must be the same as specified. Your program must have a driver program and there should be no global variables or global constants or global declarations (except the class itself). The driver program (function main) must do the following (in order):

(1) It asks the user to enter a SSN and a grade of a student.

(2) It declares an instance (object) of type Student (call it student1) using the non-default constructor (it passed the SSN and the grade entered by the user to the constructor). Do not declare any more instances of Student.
(3) It calls getSSN and getGrade and prints the returned values on the same line (separated by a tab).
(4) It asks the user for a new SSN for student1, reads it, and changes the ssn member of student1 to this new value.

(5) It asks the user for a new grade for student1, reads it, and changes the grade member of student1 to this new value.

(6) It calls getSSN and getGrade and prints the returned values on the same line (separated by a tab).
