Assignment 4
Due Wednesday, March 7, by 8:00 PM (online only)
You need to write only one PHP program that does the following: You need to have a form in which the user has to enter the number of names (write on the page that the number of names has to be between 1 and 20) to be generated. (Let’s call the number of names n.) The form at the beginning should have one input field only. When this form is submitted, check the number of names. If it is not within the range, ask the user to enter again. If it’s within the range, do the following (using the same program not a different one):

Display a form with exactly n fields and ask the user to enter in each field a name in the format: first middle last. When the user submits this form, get all the names, remove the leading and trailing whitespace from each name, and remove the extra added slashes (if any). If a name (after performing the previous process) turns out to be non-empty, change the case (just in case the user enters the name with the wrong case) so that all letters will be lowercase except the beginning letter of the first name, the beginning letter of the middle name/middle initial, and the beginning letter of the last name, which should be uppercase. Note that the user may choose to enter a middle name or middle initial and may choose not to enter a middle name or middle initial at all, but assume he/she will enter at least a first name and a last name. Put the nonempty names after fixing the case in a one-dimensional array. Let’s call it a. Then pass array a to a function called sort_names which has two array parameters a and another array b. Both arrays must be one-dimensional. This function should return array b which should be an array storing the nonempty names in the format: last first middle. Array b when returned should be sorted with respect to this format. You should also have another function called print_names with two array parameters a and b. Pass arrays a and b to the function. The function should print in the format: first middle last, the names which should appear sorted with respect to the form last first middle (with the correct letter case).
Use only material covered in class and in the lectures and examples posted on the web or mentioned in this assignment. Do not use any other material. There should be only one file for the assignment which is the PHP program. There should be no other PHP programs or HTML pages or anything else used in the assignment. The PHP program must process itself every time a form of its forms is submitted. The only PHP built-in functions that you can use are: strrev, split, assort, echo, empty, stripslashes, trim, ucwords, strtolower, array().
