Write a PHP script that does the following:

It reads the above file and lists the homepages of students in the following format (make sure to remove all leading and trailing whitespace from the name and the URL, and also make sure that if the URL of any of the homepages does not begin with http:// to add it, and the names are with correct case) as an HTML homepage:

Note that there should be no empty lines.

In the above question, assume that the data in the file is ordered by the name.

(2) Now assume that the data in the above file is not necessarily ordered (let the file storing the non-ordered data /home/username/temp/homepages2.txt). Redo the first question, but you should order the displayed homepages by name in the format " last_name first_name middle_initial". For example, if the file data is

You may use a one-dimensional array or a two-dimensional array in order to sort the names. But be careful storing the URL or the name in the key/index is not a good idea in this case (because some people may have the same URL/name). Sorting should be with respect to the names and it should be done after you remove the leading/trailing space and correct the case in the names (i.e. after you apply trim, strtolower, and ucwords).
Use only material covered in class and in the lectures and examples posted on the web or mentioned in this assignment. Do not use any other material. There should be only two PHP files and no other files submitted. The first question should be submitted as A51 and the second question as A52. Each PHP program must process itself every time a form of its forms is submitted.
