Quiz 1-Part 2
Write a PHP program in which you have:
1) A two-dimensional array b of string elements. The number of elements in each row may vary. Write a code to change all the elements of b to uppercase. Do not make any assumptions on the size of b, or on the elements of b, or on the number of elements in each row, or on the indices of b. In other words, your code should work no matter what the elements of b are, no matter what the size of b is, no matter what the indices of b are, and no matter how many elements each row has (i.e. it should be general code that works for any such array). But, you may test your code on a specific array. See the example that will be given in class.
Solution: 

foreach ($b as $i => $r)

        foreach ($r as $j => $c)

                $b[$i][$j] = strtoupper($c);
2) You have a name stored in variable $s. The name could contain 

a) first, middle, and last names in the format first middle last, or

b) first, middle initial, and last names in the format first middle initial last, or

c) first and last names in the format first last.

So $s could be storing the name in any of the three forms above (do not assume it’s a particular one of them). Create a variable $t that should store the name (with the correct case: first letter capitalized and the rest are not) as
a) last, first middle if the name is as in (a) above.

b) last, first middle initial if the name is as in (b) above.

c) last, first if the name is as in (c) above.
Use only material covered in class and in the lectures and examples posted on the web or mentioned in this assignment. Do not use any other material.
Solution: 

$s = trim($s);

$s = ucwords(strtolower($s));

$s = strrev($s);

$d = split(" ", $s, 2);

$t = strrev($d[0]). ", ". strrev($d[1]);
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
