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Note that you don’t have to do the first two items if you already did them for the second test.
(1) Create using the command line a MySQL table called class in your own database. Here is the description of the table (use the same names for the table, test, and columns, and the same order for the columns):
name (of type varchar(25)) 
grade(of type float) 

Explanation:

The field name is storing the name of a student.
The field grade is storing the grade of the student.

NOTE: The columns must be created in the order given above.
(2) Insert the following records in the table using the command line. 

| name              | grade |

+--------------+-------+

| mike smith    |    80.5 |

| john west     |   100   |

| ray lewis      |    95    |

| mary smith   |   100   |

| lisa kincaid   |    60.5 |

+-------------+-------+

Then write a PHP program to do the following in the order they are given:
In the following, do not make any assumptions on the number of records in the table or on the nature of the records. In other words, your program should produce the correct output no matter how many records are in the table and no matter what the names and the grades in the table are.

(3) Retrieve the first 2 records in the table and display them (on the browser). Each record should be on a separate line and the columns should be separated by a comma.
(4) Retrieve the last 2 records in the table and display them (on the browser). Each record should be on a separate line and the columns should be separated by a comma.

How to submit the test (do both together):

Submit it using the handin program or the upload program on the website (the one you usually use) and make the code Q3. Check and make sure the program was submitted.
