MySQL Functions
(1) Math functions and operators (usage: e.g. select function_name(arguments); ):

a) abs(x)

E.g.

select abs(-3.5);

Output: 3.5

b) log(x) (same as ln(x))
c) log2(x)

d) log10(x)

e) log(base,number)

f) exp(x)

g) trig functions such cos(x), where x is in radian, acos(x).

h) mod(y,x) same as y mod x same as y % x
i) select 3/2;

Output: 1.5 (this is not integer division).

j) select 3 div 2;

Output: 1 (div performs integer division).
k) select pi();

Output: the value of Pi which is about 3.14.

l) Statistics functions.
(2) lower(x): converts s to lowercase where x is a name of a field.
(3) upper(x): converts s to uppercase where x is a name of a field.

(4) length(x): finds the length of field x.

(5) count(x): counts the number of records in field x.

(6)  avg(x): finds the average of records in field x.

(7) sum(x): finds the sum of records in field x.

(8) max(x): finds the maximum of records in field x.

(9) min(x): finds the minimum of records in field x.

Note: with some of the above, you can proceed x with distinct if you’re interested only in distinct values of x.
