JavaScript Tips
· When you use JavaScript always include the type “text/javascript”. E.g.

<script language=”JavaScript” type=”text/javascript”

…

</script>

· You have to be careful when you use JavaScript because some people may have it disabled on their browsers. In that case, even redirection using JavaScript won’t work.

· You can use the browser as a calculator by typing in the browser (for example):
javascript: 4 * 5 + 3

and hit enter.

· To clear the contents of the form when the page is loaded, you can use a JavaScript function in which you have to include “document.form_name.reset();” in the body of the function. For example, if the name of the form is Form1, here is what you need to have:
document.Form1.reset();

· You can redirect using JavaScript (if active scripting is enabled). In this case, you put after <head> the following (replace my homepage by the URl you want to forward to):


<script language=”javascript” type=”text/javascript”>


 window.location.href=http://www.cs.fredonia.edu/abu-jeib;


</script>

· To prevent users from using the back button to go back to the log in page as logged in after logging out, you can redirect them to the same page using JavaScript. That will make it as a loop and the person won’t be able to go back at all.
· How to submit a form automatically without having/clicking a submit button?
