Remarks
(1) To log in to your account, you may use putty (you can download it for free http://www.chiark.greenend.org.uk/~sgtatham/putty/download.html Choose the first option from the list of files to download) or winscp376 (you can download it from here http://sourceforge.net/project/downloading.php?groupname=winscp&filename=winscp376.exe&use_mirror=superb-west).

(2) Your web files (PHP, HTML, etc) must be in a directory called www or subdirectories of that directory.

(3) To create a file (e.g. PHP file), you can create the file on your computer using a text editor (such as notepad) and then transfer it to your account on the server using winscp. Or you can create the file directly in your account using putty. To do that, you need to use a Unix text editor such as nano. You can find a comparison of Unix text editors here http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Comparison_of_text_editors. You can find some hints about nano here http://mintaka.sdsu.edu/reu/nano.html. Some of the most important things to remember are the following:
To create a file using nano, you go to the directory where you want to create it and you type nano file_name_with_extension and hit enter. When you want to save the file and exit, you hit Ctrl and X (together). If you want to save and not exit, you hit Ctrl and O (together). To remove a file, you type rm file_name and hit enter. To copy contents from a file, use Ctrl and Insert. To paste that, use Shift and Insert. Equaivelntly, you can use the functions available in Putty (see the upper left corner).
(4) PHP files that contain sensitive information such as database access, username, passwords, email, etc, should not be stored in a public directory (which is in our case the www directory) or any of its subdirectories. Instead you should store such files in another directory and use the require function to include them in another PHP file in a public directory.

(5) To create a directory called (for example) abc, you go to the directory where you want the new directory to be created and you type mkdir abc and hit enter. To remove the directory, you type rmdir abc and hit enter. To go to a subdirectory called abc, you type cd abc. To go to the parent directory, you type cd ..
(6) The URL for your website is the following:

http://pizza.cs.fredonia.edu/~your_account/directory/filename_with_extension
The www director should not be included in the path above. Your web files automatically point there.
